Functionality:
This is an enhanced version of the Function aplet with an extra entry on the VIEWS menu of  Window Fix.

When you choose this option the values of Xmin, Ymin, Xmax and Ymax in the PLOT SETUP view will be modified to give 'nice' values.

Although they may seem to be arbitrary, the values in the default PLOT SETUP of -6.5 to 6.5 and -3.1 to 3.2 are carefully chosen.  For example, because there are 131 horizontally on the screen, the range -6.5 to 6.5 means that each pixel (dot) on the screen is exactly 0.1 apart. This means that when you trace along the x axis in the PLOT view the values shown at the bottom of the screen are 0, 0.1, 0.2 etc.  If you change the x axis range to (say) -10 to 10 instead then you will find that this is no longer the case (see right).

However, if you use the Window Fix option after choosing these settings, and choose the  Decimal screen  option, then the values will change to -13 to 13, which is the closest set of values which still give 'nice' jump sizes for the pixels.  In this case, steps of 0.2.

The  Trig. (Radians)  option is available for users who are graphing trig functions.  This option gives you step sizes which are nice fractions of pi, ensuring that (for example) 2pi will fall on a pixel value instead of just next to it.
